The specified restart-point is used to
tell the server the point in time at which to continue the log. The restart-point is specified
in the form "seconds,nanoseconds’ and is usually the last commit point received from the
server. The -i option must also be specified when restarting atransfer.

-t, --test Open number simultaneous connections to the log server and send the specified 1/O log
file on each one. Thisoption is useful for performance testing.

-V, --version
Print the sudo_sendlog version and exit.
